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Omni Film, Windfall to recreate WWII bomb raid

The Return of The Dambusters, a copro between Vancouver's Omni Film Productions and Windfall Films, has been

commissioned by History Canada, WGBH Nova and Channel 4.

The 1x120 minute special follows dam engineers, explosive experts, mechanics and aircrew, as they restage the
1943 bombing raids on Germany. The end goal will be the creation of a 130-feet wide, 30-feet high concrete dam, a

modified Douglas DC4 flying perilously low and one huge explosion.

Channel 4 history commissioning editor, Julia Harrington, commissioned The Return of The Dambusters. The doc

has also been commissioned by WGBH Nova and History Canada.
