West Coast Tsunami is a two-hour documentary special that follows scientific teams as they race to

discover how science can warn us when and where an earthquake and tsunami will hit the west coast.

Conceived by filmmakers Dwayne Beaver and James Dunnison, Dirty Work is an hour drama/comedy

being developed for television with Gary Harvey.  In the black noise of the “My Little Eye” spy store,

technodweeb Julius Digweed plugs himself into the lives of his clients at their worst and most desperate.

An exceptionally gifted gear-head but a grossly inadequate ‘people person’, the paranoid Julius metes

out retribution using spy-cams, bug detectors and sperm detection kits.  In Julius’ world, no matter

where you are you can always bet that someone has their eye on you.

Goode Manor is a sitcom about the family-phobic black sheep of a wealthy Vancouver dynasty who is

challenged to clean up his act and successfully run The Goode Manor Retirement Home in order to

prove himself worthy of inheriting the family fortune.
